In the general photo file, folder M10 has several pictures of Forest Home. Some are pictures of houses in Forest Home in 1975. Many are old pictures of mills along Fall Creek, and there are a few additional such mill pictures in the general file of mill photos (folder R20). 

Folder FB0-0054 is a “Forest Home Sewing Circle Photo Collection”, which has what appear to be group pictures of members of the sewing circle women’s club (some labeled), pictures labeled “Cunningham House” which show an older couple near the house who must be the Cunninghams, and some funny old pictures of something called a “gender-reversed wedding event”. 

Folder FB0-0085.1.-.3 is the Albert Force photo collection, which has a picture of him and his sister as toddlers, a picture of 2 The Byway which might have been used on a Christmas card, and a picture of him with someone named John Young.

The postcard &stereoview collection should have at least one view of Free Hollow and one of Forest Home Glen. 

There may be more material listed under “Fall Creek”.

In the archival collection at the history center:

V-3-1-7 box C (City of Ithaca and Village of Ithaca) has a folder containing FHIA documents from the early 1990s, including mention of potluck dinners, 4th of July celebrations, Halloween parties, Christmas parties and a walking tour. Another folder says “Free Hollow to Forest Home”; it has copies of Albert Force’s history and also some handwritten personal recollections, such as those by Charlotte Edwards and Nellie Drake and perhaps a McElwee.
V-10-3-11 Records of the Forest Home Sewing Circle (from fairly early in the 1900s until at least the 1970s) These are organized by year and typically include the names of the officers for the year and where meetings were held. Some of the record books are quite small, but others are somewhat larger and likely to have more detail on group activities.

V-3-6-7 “Albert Force” file seems to contain some of his private papers and other documents that seem (according to the catalog in front) to be relatively unrelated to Forest Home.  A closer look at the documents themselves might turn up material related to the neighborhood. (They seemed to include a bound speech which might have been given by the governor of NY.)

V-28-1-1 has a small folder with material on the Forest Home bridges. This includes letters from 1985 debating whether to widen the downstream bridge, and one explaining that both bridges were built by the Groton Bridge Company, which had a substantial business between about 1877 and 1920. At one point, the Dewitt Historical society had an exhibit on this Bridge Company, and materials from that effort are also in a folder in the same big file.

V-6-1-4 has 3 booklets from the Forest Home Chapel: 1) a pamphlet on the “Background and Development of Forest Home Chapel” from 1915 to 1965. This seems to have been distributed for the 50th anniversary, and includes a short history of Forest Home, another of the chapel, and also information about Methodist history in the area. 2) A notebook full of handwriting that is labeled “Forest Home Church Secretary’s Book” and starts with the date 1938. 3) A notebook full of handwriting that is labeled “Women’s Society of Christian Service at Forest Home” and starts with the date 1946.

V-6-2-2 contains school records, some of which relate to the Forest Home School. These may be minute books and financial papers from the time between 1924 and 1956.

V-21-1-1 the Elzabeth Wells/Albert Force collection has a lot of documents relating to the development of the Albert Force history, including a rough draft and an apparently final copy of his several page manuscript “The First 100 Years of Forest Home”, which also seems to have been called “The Story of Forest Home.” This file includes a wonderful folder of materials collected when the history was developed, including a map (1830-186?6), information on the Bools, an article on the 3 stone houses on Forest Home drive, and a document written by Wells about Beebe Lake and Fall Creek (eg ice on the lake and how people skated on it). The file also includes a folder of Albert Force correspondence, one or two with index cards from work on FH history, and a folder with Albert Force note card illustrations.

There are at least 16 scrapbooks which have at least one page on a topic related to Forest Home. This is often a clipping of an Ithaca Journal article.

I believe there is also a tape of material from Bruce Brittain which has the title “The History of Forest Home” and the date Sat. Jan. 8, 2000.
