Ed commended Bruce on the completion of his electronic transcription of Albert Force’s Free Hallow:  The First One Hundred Years of Forest Home (now posted in the history section of the FHIA site).

Ed had received a message from Liese Bronfenbrenner with regrets for not being able to attend the meeting but stating that she had “discovered quite a stash of Forest Home Girl scout pictures, as well as pictures of the annual (for many years) Father’s Day Sunday School Picnic at McCurdys, pictures from the Bicentennial etc.”  Ed further reported that the Administrative Council of the Forest Home Chapel has designated two file drawers of a file cabinet in the office area for use of our Working Group so we will be happy to store any materials Liese and others are willing to share.

We discussed the recent survey response from residents relevant to history and agreed to send email messages (Ed to do) to all those willing to share information about their homes to arrange a mutually convenient meeting time to scan their material.  Bruce has a portable scanner and laptop for the purpose.

We will also communicate with those who expressed an interest in assisting in the preparation of a brochure of Forest Home history indicating we will start work on the brochure after collecting information described above.

Bruce reported that he is working on a history of Forest Home Drive, which received much attention during the approval process for building Milstein Hall on the campus.  Forests Home Drive was once a portion of a Cortland/Seneca Turnpike but details of the history are sparse.

New residents to receive welcoming visits are those in the Bouldin, Goodman, and Shipe houses.

Finally, the portion of the survey returns relevant to our historical interests was distributed. 

No date was set for the next meeting, which will be called at an appropriate time after contacts with residents willing to share information about their homes.
